For years tenants in restituted or privatized flats in CEE countries have been marked as an unacceptable burden for their landlords. The rights of the owners have been systematically highlighted. For years the situation of the sitting tenants has been difficult. Their discrimination against other fellow citizens brought many people in existential problems, at the same time decreased their social status in an unacceptable way.  
 
In September 2009 the European Committee of Social Rights adopted its decision in the collective complaint Nr. 58/2008 FEANTSA vs. Slovenia and considered in all 5 points a violation of social rights of tenants in denationalized flats in Slovenia. Although this decision has direct implications only for Slovenia at the same time it is a precedent for similar cases in other countries. Now a Council of Europe institution clearly confirmed the rights of the tenants. Furthermore the Committee states in inadmissible to protect the rights of the owners at the expense of the rights of tenants. 
 
In order to look for ways how to best utilize international cooperation in favor of acceptable solutions of the sitting tenants problem we invite tenants associations from CEE countries and IUT to a meeting in Bratislava. The meeting will be held on Friday 10 September 2010. We would like to discuss ways how can be international and political instruments used (i.a. in the light of the decision in the Slovenian case, in the context of EU law, international law etc.). The ambition of the event is also to raise attention of the public to this specific theme. 
 
 
Also other related issues like legal means utilizable in favor of the tenants, social issues related to the problem etc will be on the agenda. 
 
Enclosed we are sending the draft program. As well as the registration form. We are sending also a few questions on the situation in the particular countries and ask the associations to send us short answers (please do it by 30 June 2010 at the latest) A comparison of the situation in CEE countries will be one of the theme of the meeting. 
 
Accommodation, meals and travel expenses for one delegate from each association will be covered by the organizers. 
 
We are looking forward to see you in Bratislava
